2.4 Habitat Restoration


Members of the Lorax club personally designed buffer gardens composed of hardy, nutrient-seeking plants to be installed around water retention ponds in Richfield Station.  The club representative, Sussi Ek presented the plans to board members at a RF Home Owners’ Association meeting.  She earned their stamp of approval and $1000 grant for materials.  Students in the Lorax club, NJROTC class, and others worked with community members to make the buffer gardens become a reality.
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With this flyer, the Lorax club solicited help from Northern community for the garden planting.

The following items were planning documents used by the Lorax club, the community planters and the nursery who supplied the buffer garden plants:


Plants – number and qualities


2 – Fothergilla:  white flower, great nutrient absorber
3 – Southern Bayberry:  fragrant, fixes nitrogen, good bird cover
12 – Joe Pye Weed:  great for bees and butterflies
3 – Sweet Spire:  pretty red color in fall, white flowers in summer, attracts butterflies, seeds for birds
23 – White turtlehead:  attracts bees and hummingbirds; is the main host plant for Baltimore Checkerspot butterfly (the state insect)
